5. The highest placed college entrants into the SUS events for; cross-country, netball, table-tennis, swimming and trampolining (all marked with a star on the calendar) will have first refusal to advance to the BCS finals.

6. All relevant staff should be made aware of the entries that have been made and what teams are expected to compete and should inform SCS as a matter of urgency if they will not be able to commit.

7. Any amendments to entries are to be made in writing

8. Any college that does not fulfil their fixtures or withdraws with less than 2 weeks notice of any competition will be fined £100.  

9.  Any college competing in the SUS events must register online as per university standards and must comply with the closing dates chosen by that particular sport.  Early registration is highly recommended.
