This is a one-chance opportunity
and even those that are injured should attend to be
assessed by the SUS physio and show they are keen to be
part of the squad.

Once a squad has been selected there will likely be one
training session prior to the Christmas break. There are then
two matches proposed for the team this season a home
match planned against France on February 5th and an away
match planned against Ireland on the 19th March.
