Rules and Regulations:

· All entries must be received by 5pm on Tuesday the 10th of November 2008. Late entries may be accepted at the discretion of S.U.S;
· The Championships are open to any part time or full time student attending a Scottish University. Guests, including students from SUS affiliated F.E. colleges may be included; 


· The entry fees are £3 per entry for singles or doubles or £5 per person for both. Please accompany the entry form with a cheque made payable to ‘Scottish Universities Sport’. Payment by cash will also be accepted on the day BEFORE the Championships begin;
· To help the organisers make a balanced draw, each University is asked to rank each player entered and, if applicable, include their STTA or ETTA ranking or any other important achievement. Players who do not have a University Club may send their entry forms directly to SUS.
· Any player wishing to withdraw after having entered should contact Simon Messenger (simonmessenger@gmail.com, 07969558645) as soon as possible;
· Play will be in accordance with the current ITTF rules;
· The Singles Championships will consist of one set of Group matches followed by a Championship and Plate knock-out competition;
· (Mixed) doubles will be an open draw in knock-out format. If time allows, there may be a group stage before hand;
· Regulation clothing must be worn during matches. The main colour of a shirt, skirt, shorts shall be clearly different from the 40mm white ball in use. Clean rubber or similar soled (not black) footwear must be used;
· One surface of the bat must be red and the other black;
· Each match is played to best of 5 sets and each set is up to 11 points with two serves each in turn. If both players are tied at 10-10, the player to win the set is the first to gain a 2 point advantage. From 10-10 onwards, both players get one serve each in turn;
· All entrants are guaranteed a minimum of 3 singles matches. Play will take place on 14 competition standard tables.
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If you wish to enter players for the Scottish Universities Championships, please complete this form and return it to Simon Messenger (simonmessenger@gmail.com) by email or by returning this form to Scottish Universities Sport.
You may enter as many players as you want but, if the tournament is over-subscribed, only the top 8 players have a guaranteed place.
